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Hannah Perot Morris (1854-1931) was the daughter of Samuel Morris and Lydia Spencer Morris. She
attended Westtown School and was made a minister in the Society of Friends in 1908. She was the first
woman appointed by a Quarterly Meeting in Philadelphia Yearly Meeting to serve on Representative
Meeting. Morris was the author in 1907 of Glimpses of the Life of Samuel Morris.

Samuel Morris (1827-1905) was born in Philadelphia, Pa., the son of Quakers Samuel Buckley Morris
and Hannah Perot Morris. Samuel Morris matriculated at Haverford College in 1845, then went on to
learn farming. He married Lydia Spencer in 1853. Morris was recorded a minister in the Society of
Friends in 1864. In 1876, he made a religious mission to visit North American Indians, later embarking
on a similar mission to Europe and Australia. He was president of the managers of Friends Asylum from
1888-1902.

Samuel Buckley Morris (1791-1859) was born in Philadelphia, Pa., the son of Quakers Luke Wistar and
Elizabeth Buckley Morris. Samuel B. Morris became a member of the shipping firm of Waln & Morris
in Philadelphia. He was one of the first directors of the Philadelphia Saving Fund Society. Morris was
one of the founders of Haverford College, a manager of Friends Asylum and served on the Committee
for Westtown School from 1843 until his death in 1859.
